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The Joint Assembly Constitution of

Kappa Kappa Psi – Theta Beta and

Tau Beta Sigma – Eta Gamma

I.
General

1.01 
When the two separate organizations of Theta Beta Chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi and the Eta Gamma Chapter of Tau Beta Sigma are meeting together, they shall be referred to as the Joint Assembly.

1.02
The current edition of Robert's Rules of Order shall govern the Joint Assembly in all cases to which it is applicable.  All matters not covered by these rules shall be handled as deemed necessary by the Co- Presidents of the Joint Assembly.

1.3 Any motion to amend this Constitution must be carried by a three-fourths (3/4) majority of all votes cast from each separate organization.

1.04
A proposed amendment must be discussed by the Joint Jurisdiction Committee before it can be put to a vote.

II.
Officers

2.01
The Officers of the Joint Assembly shall be the Co-Presidents and the Joint Secretary.

2.02
The presidents of each separate organization shall serve as Co-Presidents of the Joint Assembly.  The Co-Presidents shall call and preside over all meetings of the Joint Assembly.

2.03
The Joint Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings of the Joint Assembly and make the records available to the secretaries of Theta Beta and Eta Gamma. In addition, he/she will serve as Sergeant-at-Arms at all Joint Assembly meetings.

2.04
The Joint Secretary shall be elected by a simple majority via secret ballot.  The elections shall occur at a regularly scheduled meeting of the Joint Assembly.  The candidates for Joint Secretary shall each present a speech of no more than three (3) minutes in length, in order of the most  recently initiated to the least recently initiated, and ending with the incumbent.  After all speeches, a question and answer session of no more than five (5) minutes per candidate shall be held, followed by a vote.  If no candidate receives a simple majority, all but the two nominees with the most votes shall be removed from the ballot.  Another question and answer session of no more than five (5) minutes shall be held, followed by a vote, and this process shall be repeated until a candidate receives a simple majority.  

2.05
A Joint Installation Ceremony shall be performed following the election of new joint-assembly officers.

III.
Finance

3.01
All financial matters involving both organizations shall be brought before the Joint Assembly.  Pre-approvals and reimbursements involving the Joint Assembly may be conducted during Joint Assembly Meetings.  Such actions preclude the need to take similar actions in the separate bodies. 

3.02
All social events and service projects within the purview of the joint Assembly that incur debts or require future payments shall be financed by each separate organization equally, while any other event or project under said purview shall be split financially at the discretion of the Joint Assembly, provided that both organizations participate in said event or project.

3.03
All events and projects within the purview of the Joint Assembly that result in the receipt of monetary funds or special privileges shall be divided equally between the separate organizations, provided that both organizations participate in the said event or project.

3.04
All events and projects within the purview of the Joint Assembly shall include, but not be limited to, donations made by a person(s), organization(s), or entity/entities not associated with the local, district, or national organizations of Kappa Kappa Psi and/or Tau Beta Sigma.  Donations must stipulate that both organizations are to receive said donation for Section 3.03 of this Constitution to apply.

3.05
Both organizations shall receive a copy of all receipts for any purchase pre-approved by the Joint Assembly. 

3.6 There shall exist a Joint Account between the organizations for the sole purpose of accruing funds for anniversary celebrations.  To ensure its growth, the proceeds from at least one joint fundraiser per semester shall be deposited into this account.  In case of financial emergency, money may be withdrawn from this account only by a favorable vote of three fourths (3/4) of the eligible voting membership of each individual organization.

IV. 
Committees

4.01
The standing committees of the Joint Assembly shall be the Joint Service Committee, the Joint Membership Committee, the Joint Finance Committee, and the Joint Jurisdiction Committee.  The Co-Presidents of the Joint Assembly shall appoint other committees as deemed necessary.

4.02
The Joint Service Committee shall consist of the Service Committees from each separate organization.  The Joint Service Committee shall plan and execute all joint service projects.

4.03
The Joint Membership Committee shall consist of the Vice-Presidents of Membership from each separate organization.  The Joint Membership Committee shall organize and plan all joint rush events and the joint ceremony.

4.04
The Joint Finance Committee shall consist of the Finance Committees from each separate organization.  The Joint Finance Committee shall plan and execute all joint fundraisers.

4.05
The Joint Jurisdiction Committee shall consist of the Jurisdiction Committee from each separate organization.  The Joint Jurisdiction Committee shall be charged with examining, recommending and submitting to the Joint Assembly all propositions, revisions and alterations for the amending of this Constitution.

4.06
Each committee shall submit a written report of the semester’s activities to the Joint Secretary at the end of each semester.  

V. 
Meetings

5.01
Regularly called meetings of the Joint Assembly shall be held at least once every twenty-four (24) days during the academic year.  Meetings may be called less frequently when deemed advisable by the Joint Presidents.

5.02
The presence of three (3) officers and fifty (50) percent of the membership of each separate organization shall constitute quorum. 

5.03
The order of business of the Joint Assembly shall be:



A. Reading and acceptance of minutes



B. Reports of Officers and Committee Chairs



C. Unfinished business



D. New business



E. Motion to adjourn and the setting of a time for the next meeting.

5.04
The Co-Presidents may change the order of business when deemed advisable.

5.5.1 Any motion made by a member of one organization must receive a second from a member of the other organization.  Discussion of a motion shall not exceed ten (10) minutes.  A motion must receive a simple majority vote from each separate organization in order for it to be carried unless otherwise specified in this Constitution.  No proxy votes will be allowed; members must be present at a meeting in order to vote.

VI.
Membership

6.01
Joint Ceremony shall be conducted for each membership class.

6.02
Members may miss no more than one (1) Joint Assembly Meeting per semester unless excused by the Joint Presidents. Any member failing to meet to above requirement will be referred to the appropriate membership education committee. 

VII.
Awards

7.1 The Marching Band Service Award shall be presented to a non-Brother, -Sister, or –Membership Candidate once per year at the Marching Band Banquet, according to the following criteria:

7.1.1 Candidates shall be nominated by Brothers and Sisters at a Joint Assembly Meeting.

7.1.2 A discussion of each nominee shall follow the nominations process.

7.1.3 The Joint Assembly shall consider service to the Boston University Marching Band as the criterion for recipients of this award.

7.1.4 The recipients shall be selected by a simple majority of the Joint Assembly.

7.2 The Joseph A. Wright, III Pep Band Award shall be presented at the Pep Band Banquet, according to the following criteria:

7.2.1 Candidates shall be nominated by Brothers and Sisters at a Joint Assembly Meeting.

7.2.2 A discussion of each nominee shall follow the nominations process.

7.2.3 The Joint Assembly shall consider the following when selecting recipients:

1. Non-Brother, -Sister, or –Membership Candidate

2. Attendance at Pep Band games

3. Enthusiasm for sports teams

4. Attitude at games and towards the Pep Band

5. Service to the Band

7.2.4 The recipients shall be selected by a simple majority of the Joint Assembly.

7.2.5 There may be more than one recipient each year.

7.2.6 The award need not be presented.

7.03
In the case that no candidate for the Joseph A. Wright, III Pep Band Award receives a simple majority after the first vote, all but the two nominees with the most votes shall be removed from the ballot, and a second vote shall occur.  If neither candidate receives a simple majority after the second vote, a member of the Assembly may move that the award be given to both candidates or to neither.  If no such motion is made, the voting process shall be repeated until a candidate receives a simple majority.
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
