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PREAMBLE TO THE CONSTITUTION OF KAPPA KAPPA PSI
Be it known that Kappa Kappa Psi, National Honorary Fraternity for College Band members, is an organization operating exclusively in the field of the college and university bands, and for the following several purposes:
1. To promote the existence and welfare of the college and university bands and to cultivate at large a wholesome respect for their activities and achievements.
2. To honor outstanding band members through privilege of membership extended as a reward for technical achievement and appreciation for the best in music.
3. To stimulate campus leadership and promulgate an uncompromising respect through the medium of the college band for gracious conduct, good taste and unswerving loyalty.
4. To foster a close relationship between college bands and promote a high average of attainment by the performance of good music and selection of worthwhile projects.
5. To provide a pleasant and helpful social experience for all engaged in college band work and to cooperate with other musical organizations in any manner consistent with the purposes of the institution at which chapters are located.

CONSTITUTION OF THE THETA BETA CHAPTER
I. GENERAL
1.01 The name of this organization shall be the Theta Beta Chapter, Kappa Kappa Psi, National Honorary Band Fraternity for College and University Bandmembers.  The Theta Beta Chapter was chartered on March 29, 1984. [1.101]

1.02 The Theta Beta Chapter, Kappa Kappa Psi recognizes the Eta Gamma Chapter, Tau Beta Sigma as an equal affiliated organization with a parallel purpose, function and role in the college and university band setting. [1.104]

1.03 The current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order: Newly Revised, unless otherwise specifically stated in this Constitution, shall govern the deliberations of the chapter while assembled in meeting. [1.109]

1.04 The Theta Beta Chapter expressly prohibits discrimination by any component part of the Fraternity or by any person acting on behalf of the Fraternity on the basis of race, national origin, gender, religion, handicap, sexual orientation or marital status. Rather, it is the policy of the Theta Beta Chapter to foster a spirit of mutual understanding and respect among all people, especially those involved with college and university bands, remembering that music is the universal language. [1.110]

1.05 Each member of the Executive Board may be indemnified by the Fraternity against the expenses reasonably incurred by such person in connection with any action, suit, or proceeding to which the member may be made a party by reason of serving or having served as a member of the Executive Board, so long as such person is found to have acted in good faith and within the scope of his/her office. Any such indemnification must be first approved by the members of the Theta Beta Chapter assembled at a regularly called meeting. Such expenses shall include the cost of reasonable settlement made with a view to curtailment of litigation, reasonable cost of employment of counsel, and the reasonable expense incurred in the preparation and trial of the litigation. The foregoing right of indemnification shall not be exclusive of other rights to which such persons may be entitled as a matter of law. [1.111]

1.06 Pursuant to Section 1.112 of the National Constitution and the laws and statutes of the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts, no “hazing” shall be permitted.

1.07 Recognizing the dangers and problems associated with the use and abuse of alcoholic beverages and controlled substances, the Theta Beta Chapter does not condone the use of alcoholic beverages or controlled substances while representing Kappa Kappa Psi at any Fraternity event, function, meeting or while wearing letters, pins, or regalia. [1.113] 

1.08 Proposed amendments to this Constitution shall be presented to the Sergeant-at-Arms and Secretary in writing at a regularly called meeting of the Theta Beta Chapter, and shall be referred at once to the Chapter to be discussed online in open forum. Said committee shall report thereon at the next regularly called meeting.

1.09 If three-fourths (3/4) of the votes cast by the brothers of the chapter are favorable, the proposed amendment shall be declared adopted, and upon and after such adoption, it shall become operative and effective, at the conclusion of the meeting, unless otherwise noted. [1.115]

1.010 If the favorable vote on a proposed amendment is less than three-fourths (3/4), yet there is a majority vote, the proposed amendment shall be tabled until the next meeting of the Theta Beta Chapter.  At that meeting, the proposed amendment shall be discussed and voted on again. [1.116]

1.011 If a favorable three-fourths (3/4) vote is not obtained by the second vote, the amendment shall be declared defeated and shall not again be proposed for consideration until the following year.

1.012 This Constitution, as revised and amended shall be reprinted and submitted to the Student Activities office by the next regularly called meeting of the chapter and shall supercede all previous constitutions.  Such revisions and amendments shall be made at least once each academic year. [1.118]

1.013 For all votes excluding amendments to this constitution, an "eligible voting member" shall be defined as: any Active, Associate, or Life member present at the time of voting.  No proxy votes or mail votes shall be allowed.

1.014 In accordance with Boston University Policy, the current versions of the local and national constitutions shall be submitted to the Student Activities Office.

1.015 The National Constitution of Kappa Kappa Psi, the Constitution of the Northeast District of Kappa Kappa Psi, and Boston University Policy shall supercede this document.

II. OFFICERS
2.01 The elected officers of this chapter shall be: Sponsor/Advisor (ex officio), President, Vice President, Director of Membership, Treasurer, Secretary, Alumni Relations Officer, Historian and Parliamentarian.

2.02 The Executive Board shall be comprised of the Sponsor (ex-officio), President, Vice President, Director of Membership, Secretary, Treasurer and any other brother of the chapter who may be serving as a District Officer. It shall be the duty of the executive board to meet as the president deems necessary to discuss workings of the chapter. It must meet to discuss changes in the membership status within the chapter. The Executive board shall meet at the beginning of each semester to determine goals for the chapter and plan chapter events. The executive board cannot over rule any decision of the chapter as a whole.

2.03 Each chapter officer shall be an active member of the Fraternity at the time of election and a registered member of the Boston University Bands in good academic, financial and disciplinary standing during the term of office. Each officer shall possess more than ordinary business ability and shall be capable of representing the chapter under all ordinary conditions. Each officer shall have the best interests of the Fraternity at heart and shall be willing and able to devote the necessary time to the execution of the office. The offices of the President, Vice President, Director of Membership, and Treasurer may only be held by brothers who have completed a full semester in active standing in Kappa Kappa Psi (this does not include the semester in which that member was initiated). The Chapter Sponsor shall have the authority to exempt any officer from a specific requirement of office. [6.203]

2.04 The active brothers of the chapter shall elect their officers at a regularly called meeting of the chapter. The election shall be held between April 1 and May 1 of each academic year, the exact date to be set by the President. Nominations for each office shall be made from the floor of the meeting exactly two weeks prior to the date set for elections. Each vote shall be cast by secret ballot and a majority of votes cast shall be necessary for election. [6.202, 2.204]

a. All Brothers not in attendance at the time of nominations shall be nominated for all eligible offices, until such time as the nomination(s) are declined.

2.05 Each officer shall serve for a period of one (1) year unless otherwise stipulated by the chapter. Chapter officers shall serve without compensation. [6.205]

2.06 In the event of the evacuation of the office of the President, the Vice President shall assume the office until an election can be held at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

2.07 In the event of the evacuation of an office, an election for that office shall be held at the next regularly called meeting of the chapter (in accordance with Section 2.04 of this Constitution). Until that time, the President shall appoint an active brother to the evacuated office ad-interim. The Student Activities Office and the National Headquarters must be notified of the election results within one (1) week of the election.

2.08 The Sponsor shall operate under the authority of the Director of Bands. The Sponsor acts as a consultant to the chapter and assists the group in its growth and development. He/She provides direction through advice, understanding and clarification. The Sponsor is appointed by and serves at the pleasure of the chapter with the approval of the Director of Bands. [6.206]

2.09 The President shall preside at all meetings of the chapter and shall be a member ex officio of all chapter committees. The President shall sign all checks for monies disbursed and shall sign all contracts and other instruments of business involving the chapter. The President shall be designated as the official representative of the chapter whenever such represen tation shall be required and shall prepare and send all reports to the National Headquarters of the Fraternity. The president shall communicate all chapter decisions and final projects to the director of bands and chapter sponsor.

2.10 The Vice President shall, in the absence of the President, preside at meetings of the chapter and shall advance the purposes of the Fraternity as stated in the Preamble of this Constitution by promoting the work of the chapter as performed by its several officers and committees. The Vice President shall coordinate all chapter service and social events.

2.11 The Director of Membership shall be responsible for the educating, training, and initiation of all members. Shall preside over any special agenda meetings regarding membership. Shall preside over all disciplinary hearings regarding the membership of actives. shall also be responsible for monitoring the status of each brother, and shall recommend changes regarding the status of said brothers to the Executive Board

2.12 The Treasurer shall control the receipts and disbursements of all monies of the chapter, and shall submit recommendations concerning the financial policies of the chapter as may be required. The Treasurer shall sign all checks for monies disbursed and shall maintain and present, at regularly scheduled meetings of the chapter, the records of all chapter finances. The Treasurer shall be the chair of the Finance Committee. [6.210]

2.13 The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings of the chapter and shall sign all contracts and other instruments of business incurred by the chapter. The Secretary shall maintain a permanent record of each brother of the chapter including name, address, telephone number, chapter number, instrument played, and records of attendance. The Secretary shall be responsible for all chapter correspondence, including maintaining a close relationship with other chapters and coordinating any activities and visits with other chapters. The Secretary shall also be responsible for the non-historical records of the chapter (reports, district and national information), issuing the mid-semester evaluation forms to the chapter once per semester and annually revising and republishing the Theta Project and Theta Beta Handbook. [6.209]

2.14 The Alumni Relations Officer shall be responsible for collecting permanent address information and dispensing Life Membership applications to all brothers graduating or leaving Boston University, and supplying this information to the National Office. The Alumni Relations Officer shall work with and promote alumni activities including the publication of The Tempo once per academic year before the start of the spring semester. [6.212]

2.15 The Historian shall be responsible for maintaining a written and pictorial record of the chapter and the Boston University Bands. [6.211]

2.16 It shall be the duty of the Parliamentarian to be knowledgeable of all parliamentary procedure and to maintain and update the local constitution so to keep it consistent with both the National Constitution and the current goals of the Theta Beta chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi.  The Parliamentarian shall serve as the Sgt at Arms at all meetings and shall be responsible for maintaining order.

2.17 The Technology Chair shall be appointed by the chapter President, and shall maintain the technological resources of the chapter. The Technology Chair shall manage the chapter's website, email lists and discussion forums. 

2.18 A report of the activities of office shall be submitted by each office at the final meeting of each semester during term of office. A written copy of said report shall be submitted to the Recording Secretary to be filed in the permanent records of the Chapter.

2.19 Any officer or committee chair, upon completion of the term of service, shall become a member ex-officio of that office or committee during the following year, provided that member retains active status in the chapter. An ex-officio member acts as an informal advisor to that office or committee.





III. FINANCES

3.01 All monies of the chapter shall be received and expended by the Chapter Treasurer. All expenditures shall be signed by the Chapter President and Treasurer unless specified by SAO. [6.301]

3.02 The fiscal year for the chapter shall be from July 1 to June 30. [6.302]

3.03 The financial policies of the chapter shall be governed by a budget adopted at the beginning of each fiscal year.  This budget shall be drawn up by the Treasurer in conjunction with officers and committee heads and shall be approved by the chapter. [6.303]

3.04 Income of the chapter shall be derived from annual dues assessed each active member and fundraising projects conducted by the chapter. These dues shall be determined by the chapter and shall include an annual national membership fee as determined by the National Chapter and payable to the National Executive Director on or before September 30 of each year along with the submission of all appropriate forms.  A brother’s failure to meet financial obligations by four weeks into either semester shall constitute due cause for expulsion from the Fraternity. [6.304]

3.05 Any expenditure of the chapter’s monies shall require approval of the chapter.

3.06 Expenses of chapter officers and committees incurred on behalf of the chapter shall be paid by the chapter upon presentation of a written statement, receipts, proof of purchase, and justification of expenditure, submitted by the officer or committee chair and approval of the President and Treasurer.



IV. COMMITTEES

4.01 The standing committees of this chapter shall be the Service Committee, Membership Education Committee, Finance Committee, and Jurisdiction Committee.  Such other committees, as may be considered necessary may be appointed by the Chapter President.

4.02 Standing committee members will be elected by the chapter at a regularly called meeting in the beginning of the fall semester.  There will be four voting members elected to each committee in addition to the committee chair.  In the event of the evacuation by a standing committee member, an election for that committee seat shall be held at the next regularly called meeting of the chapter.

a. All Brothers not in attendance at the time of nominations shall be nominated for all committees.
b. Each election shall be executed by secret ballot.  Every active Brother present shall write down four names for each committee, and the four Brothers who receive the most votes shall form the committee.

4.03 Committee chairs are to meet with their committees at minimum once every 30 days during the academic year, unless the chapter grants permission otherwise.

4.04 The Service Committee shall organize all events related to service projects for the Boston University Bands.  The chair of the Service Committee shall work jointly with the Vice President of the Eta Gamma Chapter of Tau Beta Sigma in planning all service projects.

4.05 The Membership Education Committee shall organize and plan all events related to the Membership Education Program, consistent with the National Constitution.  The chair is responsible for executing all decisions of the committee.

4.06 The Finance Committee shall organize all fundraising activities of the chapter.

4.07 The Jurisdiction Committee shall examine, recommend, and submit to the chapter, all propositions, revisions and alterations for the amending of this Constitution.  The Jurisdiction Committee shall annually revise and republish the Theta Project and the Theta Beta Handbook.

4.08 A report of the activities of the committee shall be submitted by each committee at the final meeting of each semester during the existence of the committee.  Written copies of said reports shall be submitted to the Secretary, to be filed in the permanent records of the chapter.



V. MEETINGS

1. Chapter

            5.101 A regularly called meeting of the chapter shall be held at least once every other week during the academic
            year at Boston University.  Meetings may be held more frequently when deemed advisable by the chapter.  The 
            exact time of the meeting shall be determined by the chapter. [6.401]

            5.102 Special meetings of the chapter may be called by the Chapter President upon three (3) days notice of all 
            brothers. [6.402]

            5.103 Fifty (50) percent of all active brothers in the chapter, together with at least three (3) Executive Board 
            members, shall constitute a quorum at all meetings. [6.403]

5.104 Officers and Committee Chairs are to submit reports of their office or committee's business online at least one (1) day before a regularly scheduled chapter meeting so that the chapter may read the report before the meeting.

            5.105 In general, the order of business of all chapter meetings shall be:

a. Opening Ceremonies
b. Discussion of Officer and Committee Chair Reports
c. Unfinished Business
d. New Business
e. Closing Ceremonies [6.404]


2. Executive Board

5.201 The Executive Board shall meet at least once per semester during the regular academic year and shall be responsible for setting the schedule of chapter events for that semester. Meetings may be held more frequently when deemed advisable by the President. The exact time of the meeting shall be determined by the Executive Board.

5.202 In general, the order of business of all Executive Board meetings shall be:

a. Reading of Minutes
b. Reports of Chapter Officers
c. Unfinished Business
d. New Business

       

VI. MEMBERSHIP

6.01 Chapter membership shall consist of seven (7) types: Active, Associate, Conditional, Inactive, Alumni, Life, and Honorary Membership. All Active, Associate, and Conditional memberships expire September 30. [6.501]

6.02 A bandmember may be offered entry into the Membership Education Program of the Fraternity after the satisfactory completion of one (1) term as a member of the college or university band unless exception is made by the Chapter Sponsor. The prospective member shall be a band member who possesses unusually good character and demonstrates leadership potential.  The Boston University Bands are open to all university students for participation regardless of previous instrumental experience.  In accordance with this policy, the Theta Beta Chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi at Boston University is open to all university students for membership. [6.503]

6.03 Eligible individuals shall be permitted entry into the Membership Education Program at the request of an active member of the Fraternity. A negative vote of twenty-five (25) percent or five (5) members, whichever is greater, of the eligible active membership shall be required to prevent a person from entering the Membership Education Program of the Fraternity. If a person is rejected on a second ballot in the same meeting, the name shall not be proposed again during the current academic year. [6.504]

6.04 Upon acceptance by the chapter, Membership Candidates will be given Big Brothers according to an order determined by the Membership Education Committee with the chapter’s approval.

6.05 In the event of a Spring Membership Period, a brother cannot be eligible for a Little Brother until said brother has been active for at least one semester.

6.06 Prior to initiation, the membership candidate must receive a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the eligible voting membership and pay an initiation fee and the year’s national dues as determined by the National Chapter (refundable if not initiated) to the Chapter Treasurer who shall forward it immediately to the National Headquarters. The candidate shall not be considered initiated until said name has been recorded in the Master Chapter Roster at the National Headquarters. [6.505]

6.07 Active members of the Fraternity shall be registered students and members of the college or university band program who have been formally initiated after the completion of the Membership Education Program of the Fraternity. All annual dues and fees must be paid up to date to maintain active membership in the Fraternity.  At the discretion of the local chapter and Sponsor, individual students who only qualify for conditional status may be retained as active brothers for a period not to exceed one year. [6.506]

6.08 It shall be the duty of each active member to attend all meetings of the chapter; to pay promptly all financial obligation to both the chapter and the Fraternity; to become acquainted with the National Constitution, District Constitution, the local constitution and the history of Kappa Kappa Psi; and to support the efforts and purposes of the chapter and Fraternity. [6.507]

6.09 To be an active brother of the Theta Beta Chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi, one must participate in a minimum of one Boston University Band per academic semester.  Pep Band may be counted as a Fall or Spring semester band, but not both.

6.10 Each Active brother in the chapter can miss no more than either four (4) regularly scheduled chapter meetings or three (3) regularly scheduled chapter meetings consecutively, which have been called to order, per semester.  Any brother failing to meet the above requirements shall have their membership status reviewed by the Membership Education Committee.

6.11 Any member of any Kappa Kappa Psi chapter who has recently been an active member of that chapter is, upon transferring to another school, eligible to become an active member of the Theta Beta Chapter. Active membership will be granted to the member upon enrollment in the band program at the new school and fulfillment of all financial obligations. [6.508]

6.12 Associate membership is available to any active member in good standing of Tau Beta Sigma who transfers to another school with only a Kappa Kappa Psi Chapter. To be eligible to request associate status, the student shall be enrolled in the band program. Following such a request, the student shall complete an orientation program not to exceed thirty (30) days, during wich time the chapter will assist the student in becoming familiar with the principles, purposes, and policies of Kappa Kappa Psi and the operations of the local chapter. Upon the successful completion of the orientation program and approval of the chapter sponsor, the chapter shall vote on the request for associate status. The student must receive a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the eligible voting membership and pay the year’s national dues as determined by the National Chapter (refundable if not initiated) to the Chapter Treasurer who shall forward it immediately to the National Headquarters [6.509]

6.13. To maintain associate status, the member shall satisfy all requirements and obligations for active status set forth in 6.09 and 6.10. Associate members shall have all the rights, privileges, and responsibilities related to active status in the chapter. IN the event of one or more subsequent transfer to other schools, associate membership may be continued if there is no Tau Beta Sigma chapter at the local institution. However, upon subsequent transfer to a school with a Tau Beta Sigma chapter, the associate member shall no longer be eligible for associate membership status in Kappa Kappa Psi. [6.510]

6.14 Conditional status in the Fraternity may be requested by an active member when that member cannot, without undue hardship, continue to meet the requirements for active status. The request shall be in writing and shall state the specific reasons for requesting conditional status. To become effective, the member shall have paid both national and chapter member dues for the current academic year. The request shall be approved by a majority vote of the chapter, with approval of the Sponsor/Director of Bands. Conditional status shall not be maintained for more than one (1) year. [6.511]

6.15 Conditional members may, at the discretion of the local chapter, attend Chapter meetings, District and National Conventions and events, participate in Ritual, participate in chapter fundraisers and service projects and attend chapter social functions. Conditional members shall not hold office, propose candidates for membership, introduce business, vote on any matters, or act in the capacity of a big brother. After one (1) year, a request must be submitted to the Vice President and be discussed by the local chapter to maintain Conditional Status [6.512]

6.16 Former active members who are enrolled in school but do not pay member dues shall be classified as inactive members. Inactive members have no privileges of Fraternity membership. Inactive members may not participate in any Fraternity business, projects, or activities. To obtain privileges of membership, said member must request, in writing, reinstatement by the chapter from which the member became inactive. Upon review of the inactive member’s written request, the inactive member must receive a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the eligible voting membership, the approval of the chapter sponsor, and payment of all financial obligations to both the chapter and the Fraternity in order to be granted privileges of membership. [6.513]

6.17 Alumni members of the Fraternity shall be those Active, Associate or Conditional members of the Fraternity who have completed their education or who have terminated their affiliation with their college or university.  In the event an alumni member wishes to reactivate with the respective chapter, said alumnus must be registered as a student, be an active member of the institution’s band, and meet requirements as an active member of the local chapter. [6.514]

6.18 Alumni members have privileges at the discretion of the local Chapter.  These privileges include but are not limited to: attending Chapter meetings, participating in Ritual, participating in Chapter fundraisers, and attending Chapter social functions.  Alumni members shall not, at the Chapter or District level, hold office, propose candidates for membership, introduce business, vote on any matters, or act in the capacity of a big brother. [6.515]

6.19 Any alumni member upon payment of a Life Membership contribution, the amount to be set by the National Chapter, along with an application to the National Headquarters, shall be entitled to Life Membership privileges and may, if desired, subscribe to The PODIUM.  Life Membership may be purchased by an active or associate brother before completion of that brother’s education or termination of that brother’s affiliation with their college or university.  That member’s Life Membership shall not become effective until such completion or termination takes place.  Life membership by a member in his/her last academic term does not exempt a member from payment of local and active member dues. [6.516]

6.20 Honorary members of the Fraternity shall possess the same general qualifications as active members except that they shall not necessarily be regularly enrolled in the college or university where the chapter is located nor possess any qualifications as musicians. They shall be generally recognized as outstanding in their field of endeavor or shall have performed outstanding service for the college or university band or Fraternity. [6.517]

6.21 Candidates for honorary membership shall be extended privilege of membership following a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the eligible voting membership.  Candidates shall be proposed and voted on at a regularly scheduled chapter meeting.

6.22 An initiation fee as determined by the National Chapter for each honorary member initiated by a chapter shall be paid by the Chapter Treasurer to the National Executive Director prior to the initiation and shall entitle the honorary member to Life Membership privileges in the Fraternity without further obligations. The National Executive Director shall provide a special membership certificate and membership card and gold recognition button. Additional jewelry for honorary members may be purchased by the chapter if deemed advisable. [6.518]

6.23 Upon due cause, a member of the Fraternity may be placed on probation following a favorable vote on the motion of seventy-five (75) percent of the chapter’s eligible voting membership and approval by the chapter sponsor. [6.519]

6.24 A member placed on probation shall be informed, in writing, of the following: the reasons for probation; a specified time period in which to make restitution; and the obligations needed to be fulfilled within that time period. Fulfillment of all obligations within the specified time period shall return said member to previous membership status. Fulfillment of all obligations shall be approved by the chapter and sponsor. Failure to complete all obligations is just cause for either an extension of the probationary term or for the initiation of suspension proceedings. [6.520]

6.25 Upon due cause, a member of the Fraternity may be suspended following a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the chapter’s eligible voting membership and approval from the chapter sponsor. Suspended members may not participate in any Fraternity business, projects, or activities. [6.521]

6.26 A member placed on suspension shall be informed, in writing, of the following: the reasons for suspension; a specified time period in which to make restitution; and the obligations needed to be fulfilled within that time period. Fulfillment of all obligations within the specified time period shall return said member to previous membership status. Fulfillment of all obligations shall be approved by the chapter and sponsor. Failure to complete all obligations is just cause for either an extension of the suspension term or for the initiation of expulsion proceedings. [6.522]

6.27 Upon due cause, a member of the Fraternity may be expelled following a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the chapter’s eligible voting membership and approval of the chapter sponsor. Such expulsion must conform to the rules and regulations of the local institution involved. The member will be given a hearing before the said motion is voted on. The vote will be a secret ballot, and the member will be informed of the vote totals. Having been expelled, the member shall return to the chapter all regalia and property of the Fraternity being held, and the name shall be stricken from the Master Chapter Roster at the National Headquarters. [6.523]

6.28 Membership status in Kappa Kappa Psi may not be terminated by the brother through resignation. However, as stated in 6.23 and 6.24 of this Constitution a brother may be suspended or expelled for due cause by the chapter of his/her affiliation. [6.524]


VII. DELEGATES AND PROXIES

7.01 The Theta Beta Chapter shall be represented at each District and National Chapter Convention by a delegate, alternate delegate, or proxy.  The representative shall have either a current membership card, a Life Membership card, or be vouched for properly.  Each delegate or proxy will be officially seated when all National or District registration procedures have been completed.

7.02 The active members of a chapter shall elect its delegates at a regularly called meeting of the chapter.  Each chapter delegate shall be an active associate, Life or Alumni brother of the fraternity in good standing at the time of the election. [6.602]

7.03 The election of chapter delegates to the District Convention shall be held at least thirty (30) days prior to the opening date of the Convention.  The election of chapter delegates to the National Convention shall be held at least sixty (60) days prior to the opening date of the Convention. [6.605]

7.04 Each delegate and alternate delegates of a chapter shall have an official statement signed by the local president and sponsor to the effect that they have been duly elected by their chapter. [6.603]

7.05 Prior to the start of District Convention, an official statement signed by the chapter President and Sponsor shall be submitted stating those brothers who meet both national and local active status.

7.06 Each official delegate, alternate delegate, or proxy (when officially seated at a District or National Convention) shall have one (1) vote at the Convention.  Each official delegate or proxy shall serve for the duration of the Convention to which appointed.

7.07 Chapter delegates shall serve without compensation. Expenses of chapter delegates, when authorized by the chapter, shall be paid upon presentation of a written statement approved by the President and Treasurer.


VIII. REPORTS

8.01 All reports of the chapter shall be submitted to the National Executive Director in writing by December 1 and June 1 to the National Headquarters on forms prescribed by the National Headquarters.  The Chapter Personnel Report shall be submitted by September 30.  The Fall Activity report shall be submitted by December 1.  The Chapter Initiation Form shall be submitted within thirty (30) days of Third Degree.  The Chapter Summary Report shall be submitted by June 1. [6.801]


IX. RITUAL AND REGALIA

9.01 All regalia of the Fraternity, including ritual equipment, jewelry, charters, membership shingles, and any item bearing the crest, badge, key, or seal shall be specified by the National Office.

9.02 Any article of clothing bearing the letters “KK” or the words “Kappa Kappa Psi,” with the possible exception of an article denoting the organization’s sponsorship of an event or activity, shall not be worn by any non-initiated
member of the fraternity.

9.03 Fraternity regalia shall be worn only by initiated brothers, with the exception of the Prospective Member Pin, which shall be worn only by Membership Candidates.

9.04 In the event of withdrawal or expulsion from the Fraternity or Membership Education Program, any fraternity Regalia must be returned to the Fraternity.


X. SCHOLARSHIP

10.01 The Kappa Kappa Psi Band Scholarship shall be presented to a non-Brother, - Sister, or –Membership Candidate who has a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher and is a returning band member in at least their second year of college. 

10.02 The purpose of the Scholarship is to honor band members who demonstrate outstanding commitment to the Boston University Band Program while also balancing the demands of college life. 

10.03 The Scholarship timeline shall be as follows:
10.03.1 Announce to bands at beginning of the spring semester of the academic year
10.03.2 Applications due date determined by Scholarship committee
10.03.3 Winner will be announced at the Pep Band banquet or as determined by Scholarship Committee

10.04 A scholarship committee shall be created each year to pick no more than three applications to be voted on by the chapter and shall consist of:
10.04.1 Director of Bands and Chapter Sponsor
10.04.2 Chapter President
10.04.3 Two brothers elected by the chapter, one of which will chair the committee
10.04.4 The committee shall blind the applications by removing the names of the applicants before the chapter views them
10.04.5 The committee can vote not to give the scholarship if no candidate is qualified

10.05 The winner is determined by a simple majority of the chapter.
10.05.1 If, after the first round of voting, no finalist receives a clear majority, the finalist with the lowest number of votes shall be eliminated from consideration. 
10.05.2 If, after a second round of voting, no finalist receives a clear majority, any member of the Chapter may move to not give this award.
10.05.3 If, after a round of voting, there is a two-way tie there shall be a tie-breaker vote. The loser of this vote shall be eliminated, and voting shall continue.
10.05.4 If, after a round of voting, there is a three-way tie, there shall either be a revote, or a motion to not give this award.
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
